Betty Baird Kregor is the owner of Betty Baird Kregor Golf Instruction Inc. and
Straightshot Inc. Betty’s golf insttuction business is operated out of the Catdinal Club in
Simpsonville, Kentucky. As an LPGA Mastet teachiﬁg professional, she has over 300
students tanging from three years old to 86 years old. Straightshot Inc. College Athletic
Advisors, resulted from her desire to help junior golfets and their parents in the often
stressful college seatch. Straightshot Inc. has a 94 petcent success rate in student placement
and has expanded to setvicing high school athletes of all sports using innovative techniques

such as personality profﬂing, matketing packets, video and more.

Kregot is a nine-time Kentucky PGA Junior Champion, the 1974 Junior Wotld Champion
Gitl's 13-14, 1976 Gitl’s Western National Runnet-up and Gitl’s Western National Medalist
in 1977. In 1977-79 she was a three time NJGA Junior All-Ametican as well as an AJGA

Second Team All-American and went on to play at the University of Alabama. She has been

teaching golf for over 23 yeats.
