1) Please describe the nature and mission of the program. 
LPGA Girl’s Golf of Pineville, KY has been operating over the past eight years bringing golf to the female population growing the game in South East Kentucky.  We have celebrated numbers of young ladies going on to play in college, and travel the nation representing golf in the mountains.  Our participants have gone on to win State Championships individually and as a Team.  They have attended National Academies, been awarded playing opportunities at Pebble Beach, and met several Presidents of the United States.  Without golf providing these great experiences, much of this exposure would have never happened.  We plan to keep growing the game of golf with our young ladies.  One of our graduates, just signed with Ferris State to become a PGA Member and play golf in college.
